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First Epistle of John

Chapter 1. Life of fellowship with God and with each other

In his first epistle, John explains the essence of Christianity: it is in communion with God the
Father, through the Son, in the Holy Spirit, and keeping oneself from the defilement of sin.

Verses 1-4. Apostolic testimony of the Word of Life.

Questions:
e Vs. 1. Give examples of what the apostles could hear, see, and touch as witnesses of
the incarnation of Christ?

o Vs. 2. Why did John refer to Christ as "eternal life" in this verse? What is the purpose of
the words “we have... bear witness, and declare” in this verse?

o Vs. 3. What is the connection between Christian fellowship with one another and with
God?

e Vs. 4. What is “full joy”? How to achieve it?

Verses 5-7. Fellowship with God requires walking in the light.

Questions:
e Vs. 5. According to this verse, what was the essence of “the message”, which apostles
declared?

e Vs. 6. Give real life examples to explain this verse. What could push a person to do this?

e Vs. 7. What is the relationship between the three elements of Christian fellowship with
God: “walking in the light,” “fellowship with one another,” and “cleansing by the blood of
Jesus Christ”?

Verses 8-10. Fellowship with God requires admitting and confession of our sins.

Questions:
e Vs. 8. What is the main acknowledgement of the truth about ourselves?

e How and why can a Christian deceive himself? Give possible examples of how this
happens in practice?

e Vs. 9. What is the significance and comfort of this verse for believers?
e What does it mean to “confess sins”?
e Vs, 10. How can you “make God a liar” by not admitting your sinfulness?

“Thus, we see that fellowship with God does not require a sinless life; rather, it requires that all
our sins be revealed to Him, confessed, and forsaken” (William MacDonald).
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
