The commentary to 1Jn. 3:18-21

When comparing his love to the high standard of God's love, a Christian will always find himself
imperfect and saddened by it. However, by showing his love in practice, the believer takes an
active part in the "works of truth." This means that he can calm his heart, and be confident in his
prayers. And his prayers will be answered, because he consciously submitted his will to the will
of God and does what is pleasing before Him. This, of course, implies that his prayers do not
contradict the will of God (1 John 5:14-15).
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
