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"Blessed are the poor in spirit: the path to the Kingdom of Heaven"
Matthew 5:3

The Beatitudes are direct instructions from Jesus Christ on what His disciples' hearts should be like and
how they should behave in the world. These commandments serve as a kind of spiritual compass,
directing believers toward the right relationship with God, themselves, and others.

Now let's look at the first beatitude: "Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven"
(Matt. 5:3). It speaks of people who recognize their spiritual poverty and need for God. They depend on
God and strive towards Him.

1. "Blessed are the poor in spirit" - recognition of our spiritual poverty and dependence on God.

2. Give examples from your life when you had to admit your spiritual poverty or dependence on God?
3. What does it mean to be fully dependent on God?

4. The opposite of spiritual poverty: spiritual complacency.
Spiritual poverty should prevent Christians from falling into a dangerous sin - spiritual complacency.

1. What is spiritual complacency? How can it be defined?
2. What is the danger of spiritual complacency for the Christian life and relationship with God?
3. What biblical verses or examples warn us about spiritual complacency?
4. Where do the early indications of spiritual complacency in our life begin? How can we fight it?
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
