1. The God-breathed Nature of Scripture

Questions:

e Can we fully trust the Bible if it was written by people who can make mistakes? How did
God preserve His Word pure? (Ps. 12:6; Jer. 1:12; John 17:17)

e |s Scripture alone sufficient for spiritual life, or do we need additional revelations?
(2 Pet. 1:3; Rev. 22:18-19)

2. The Authority and Power of the Word in Our Lives

Questions:
¢ |f God is the Author of Scripture, how should that affect our attitude toward the Bible during
reading or preaching?
o What is the difference between “knowing Bible texts” and “submitting to the authority of the
Bible” in your life?
o What power does the Word of God have? What is it able to do in the human heart?
(Jer. 23:29; John 15:3; Heb. 4:12)

o What other “authorities” compete for our attention and obedience today (YouTube bloggers,
life coaches, personal experience, science)? How does Scripture relate to them?
(Mark 7:8-9; Col. 2:8)

3. The Usefulness of Scripture: Why We Need It

Questions:

¢ In what areas of life does the Bible bring profit? Is this benefit limited only to “religious”
matters? (2 Pet. 1:3)

e What will be the result in the life of a person who continually abides in the Word and finds
profit in it? (Ps. 1:1-3; Josh. 1:8)
