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"You Are the Light of the World"
Matthew 5:14-16

The commandments of Christ to be the salt of the earth and the light of the world are closely
related. However, being "salt" focuses on the internal spiritual impact, while being "light"
emphasizes the external influence of good deeds to attract sinners to Christ.

1. The Essence of God’s Light
"You are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden" (Matt. 5:14).

Questions:

How does Jesus explain the role of light in a Christian's life in this verse? Explain the
role of Jesus Christ as the source of light and as an example for us to follow? (John
8:12; 1 John 1:5)

What does it mean for Christians to be the "light of the world"? How does this relate to
your personal experience? (Phil. 2:15)

Why do you think Jesus specifically chose the image of light to describe the influence of
Christians on the world? (2 Cor. 4:6)

2. Manifesting Light in Life and Ministry

"Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lampstand, and it gives light to all
who are in the house." (Matt. 5:15)

Questions:

This verse says that a lamp is not put under a bowl. What "baskets" could be hiding our
light in everyday life?

What specific actions or qualities can serve as a "lampstand” for our light among those
around us? (Titus 2:7-8)

What does it mean to be ready to share the light of Christian teaching in the modern
world? (1 Pet. 3:15)

3. Ministry and Vision of Christ

" Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father
in heaven." (Matt. 5:16)

Questions:

Why is it important for people to see our good deeds as stated in this verse? How can
this lead them to glorify God? (James 2:18)

What aspects of our everyday behavior can serve as light for others? Are there areas
that need improvement? (Matt. 5:41-44; Gal. 5:22-23; Eph. 4:32)

How can the attractiveness of a Christian's life impact others more than just words? Can
you provide examples? (Matt. 7:20; Acts 9:36-39)

What actions or changes in our lifestyle could enhance our light so that it shines brighter
for those around us? (Col. 4:5)
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
