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From Anger to Peace through Forgiveness
Matthew 5:21-26

In this text, Jesus points out that not only are our actions important, but so are our inner
intentions. Anger can be as harmful as violence. It is important to reconcile and resolve conflicts
as quickly as possible. Our relationships with others directly affect our spiritual life and worship
of God.

1. More Than Law: Heart and Words (vv. 21-22)

Questions:

e The Old Commandment and New Interpretation. How does Jesus expand the
understanding of the Law stated in the Old Testament by emphasizing not only actions but
also the intentions of the heart? (Rom. 7:6b).

¢ Anger as a Spiritual Offense. Why does Jesus compare anger to murder and what
implications does this have for the believer's spiritual life? (James 1:20; Eph. 4:26-27).

¢ Impact on Relationships. What is the seriousness of insults like 'raca'? How do words and
insults affect interpersonal relationships between people? (Prov. 15:1; Eph. 4:29; Col.
4:6).

2. Forgiveness Before Offering (vv. 23-24)

Questions:

¢ Reconciliation Before Worship. Why does Jesus place great importance on reconciling
with one's brother before offering gifts at the altar? (Gen. 4:3-7; 1 John 4:20; Mark 11:25).

o Priorities in Spiritual Life. Why is it important to have good relationships with others and a
pure heart before God? (Matt. 22:37-39; 1 Peter 3:11; James 3:18).

o Forgiveness in Practice. How can one desire to forgive another? What steps should be
taken to achieve this? (Matt. 6:14-15; Col. 3:13; Rom. 12:18; Matt. 18:15-17).

3. The Importance of Not Delaying Reconciliation (vv. 25-26)

Questions:

o Consequences of Unresolved Disputes. Provide biblical examples. What can be the
consequences of long-term unresolved conflicts? How can they affect personal and
church life? (Prov. 18:20).

o Caution Against the Desire Not to Acknowledge Fault. Why does this occur? What
consequences does this lead to? (Prov. 28:13; 1 John 1:8-9).
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
