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Purity of Heart and Purity of Relationships
Matthew 5:27-32

In this passage, Jesus explains that true adultery begins not with actions but with thoughts. He
urges us to avoid even thoughts of sin, to take marriage seriously, and to be willing to take the
most drastic measures to preserve holiness.

1. The Law forbade adultery, Jesus forbade sinful desire (Matt . 5:27-28)
Questions:

6. Why is it important to control your thoughts, and not just your actions? (Rom. 12:2,

2. Self-discipline in combating temptations (Matt. 5:29-30)

Jesus did not call for self-mutilation. His words that it is better to lose a part of the body than the
soul should not be taken literally. They mean that if we are faced with a choice between a
temporary sacrifice and an eternal good, we must choose the eternal.
