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Responding to Evil with Good
Matthew 5:38-42

We live in a world where relationships between people are built on the principles of “reciprocity
and “fairness.” Against this backdrop, Christ’s teaching in the Sermon on the Mount represents
a radical shift. It calls us to rethink our approach to offences and injustices. Jesus does not
simply call for passivity. He offers an active, yet unexpected way to impact the world around
us—by responding to evil with good.

1. Refusal of Revenge

“You have heard that it was said, ‘An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth.” But | tell you not to
resist an evil person’.” (Matt. 5:38-39a).

Questions:

o What is the essence of the Old Testament commandment “an eye for an eye and a tooth
for a tooth™?

e Why was revenge allowed in the Old Testament, but not in the New Testament?
o What does the commandment "do not resist an evil person" mean? Why was it given?
¢ When is non-resistance to evil appropriate and when is it not?

2. Responding with Good to Evil

“But whoever slaps you on your right cheek, turn the other to him also. If anyone wants to sue
you and take away your tunic, let him have your cloak also. And whoever compels you to go
one mile, go with him two.” (Matt. 5:39b-41).

Questions:

e “Turn the other cheek,” “give up your outer garment,” “go the second mile” — what
aspects of human relationships does each of these examples illustrate?

¢ Give examples from everyday life for each of these three illustrations.
o What spiritual qualities must a Christian have in order to be able and motivated to do this?

¢ Give examples from the Bible where people followed the principle of responding with good
to evil.

3. Charity and Lending
“Give to him who asks you, and from him who wants to borrow from you do not turn away.” (Matt. 5:42)

Questions:
¢ Provide Biblical examples where people followed this principle.
e Why is it important for a Christian to respond to the needs of others?

o What negative experiences deter people from following these commandments: to give and
to lend?

o What principles should guide us in charity and lending money?
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
