Matthew 6:1-4

Charity, benevolence, and good deeds are essential aspects of a Christian's life. Through these
acts, our faith is revealed, and the Lord is glorified. In this passage, Jesus teaches why it is
important to give alms in secret, how it impacts our hearts, and what blessings we receive from
God for sincere service.
