What Does God’s Word Teach Us?

“All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine” (2 Tim. 3:16)

Biblical doctrine is the foundation on which our entire Christian life is built. Without a right
understanding of who God is, who we are, and what He has done for us, our faith will remain
shallow—merely a collection of religious views, feelings, and good intentions. True spiritual fruit,
however, is produced only by a faith that is grounded in sound doctrine.

Can a person be sincerely believing and still hold mistaken convictions? What
consequences can this lead to? (Rom. 10:2-3; Acts 18:24-26)

2. What does scripture teach us?
Questions:

What key truths about God does Scripture reveal to us? Why is it important not merely to
know about God, but to know Him rightly? (Jer. 9:23-24; John 17:3; Ex. 34:6-7)

What does the Bible teach about humanity—our origin, our condition, and our purpose?
Why is this knowledge necessary for understanding the gospel?
(Gen. 1:27; Rom. 3:10-12; Rom. 3:23)

What is the central message of Scripture? How do the Old and New Testaments together
point to Christ? (Luke 24:27; Luke 24:44-47; John 5:39; 1 Cor. 15:3-4)

3. How should doctrine shape our lives?
Questions:

What is the connection between sound doctrine and a godly life? Can one exist without
the other? (Titus 1:1; Titus 2:1; Titus 2:7-8; 1 Tim. 4:16)

What does Scripture teach us about how we should live? Is biblical doctrine limited only to
matters of salvation? (Titus 2:11-12; Mic. 6:8; Matt. 22:37-40; 1 John 2:15)

How can we discern true doctrine from false doctrine? What criteria do Scripture give us?
(Acts 17:11; Gal. 1:8-9)

What is our personal responsibility in studying doctrine?
(2 Tim. 2:15; Heb. 5:12-14; Ps. 119:11)

How can we pass on sound doctrine to our children and friends?
(Deut. 6:6-7; 2 Tim. 2:2; Col. 3:16)
