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How Does the Word of God Correct Us?

“All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable ... for correction” (2 Tim. 3:16)

”

In the Greek text, the word used here is epanorthosis—“restoration,” “straightening,” or “bringing
something back into proper condition.” This term can be used when a doctor sets a broken bone
or when a skilled builder straightens a leaning wall.

If reproof says, “You are wrong,” then correction says, “Here is how to return to the right path.”
God not only shows us our error, but also mercifully lifts us up so that we may live rightly.

1. What is “correction,” and why do we need it?
Questions:

e How do you understand the difference between reproof and correction? Why is reproof
alone not enough? Why is this additional step necessary?
(Deut. 5:28-29; Ezek. 33:32; Jer. 8:4-5)

o Why is it often easier for a person to admit he is wrong than to actually change his life?
What usually keeps us from being corrected? (Prov. 14:12; Jer. 7:24; Jer. 8:6)

e God could simply punish us for sin. Why does He instead choose to correct us? What
does this tell us about His character? (Ps. 103:10, 13-14; Heb. 12:10-11)

2. How does the Word of God correct us?
Questions:

o How deeply does God'’s correction work in us? Is it limited to simply saying, “You should
not do that”? (Prov. 23:7; Heb. 4:12; Rom. 12:2; Jas. 4:8)

¢ Do you notice that the Bible often not only forbids something, but also shows what should
be done instead? What examples do you see? (Eph. 4:22-32)

o How are repentance and correction connected? Can there be true repentance without real
change in a person’s life? (2 Cor. 7:10; Matt. 3:8; Acts 26:20)

e Why does correction hurt so much at the time, even when we know it’s for our own good
in the long run? (Ps. 119:67, 71; Heb. 12:11)

3. How should we respond to the correction of the Word?
Questions:

 What does it mean to truly accept correction, and not merely agree with it in words? How
is true repentance different from simply regretting the consequences of sin?
(Jas. 1:23-24; Jer. 29:13; 2 Cor. 7:10-11)

o What specific qualities of heart are needed if we are truly to be corrected?
(Ex. 24:7; Jas. 1:21; Phil. 2:8)

e How can believers help one another walk the path of correction? (Gal. 6:1; Heb. 3:13)

For personal reflection:

Are there things in my life that the Lord has already shown me need to be corrected? What
specific step of obedience should | take right now?
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
