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How Does the Word of God Instruct Us?

“All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable... for instruction” (2 Tim. 3:16)

In the Greek text, the word used here is paideia — “training” or “discipline,” the patient work that
a wise father carries out in the life of his child day after day, shaping his character.

If teaching gives us the knowledge of truth, then instruction trains us to live according to that
truth day by day. Through instruction, God shapes our character, directs our steps, and nurtures
us so that we may become more like Him.

1. What is “instruction,” and how is it different from “teaching”?

Questions:

Can a person know the Bible well and yet not be truly shaped by it? What is the difference
between knowing the truth and knowing how to live by it? (Titus 1:16; Matt. 7:24)

The word paideia refers to the upbringing or training of a child by a father. What does this
image teach us about the way God carries out His work in us through Scripture?
(Deut. 8:5; Prov. 22:6; Prov. 4:1-4)

If Scripture is “a lamp to my feet,” what does it mean to walk daily in its light, rather than
turning to it only from time to time? (Prov. 6:23; Ps. 1:1-3)

2. How does scripture instruct us in everyday life?

Questions:

How does the Word of God give us wisdom and direction in practical matters — at work,
in the family, and in our relationships with others? (Ps. 32:8; Prov. 2:6-9; James 1:5)

In what way does Scripture gradually change our character and make us more like Christ?
Why is this always the work of many years, not just one day?
(2 Cor. 3:18; 2 Pet. 3:18; Phil. 1:6)

How does the Word of God instruct us not only in our actions, but also in what is
happening within us — when we are anxious, discouraged, or afraid?

(Isa. 26:3; 1 Pet. 5:7; Phil. 4:6-9)

What does Scripture teach us in difficult circumstances — in sickness, loss, and failure?
What should we see and hear from God when life becomes especially hard?

(James 1:2-4; Rom. 5:3-5)

How does the Word help us make decisions when the issue before us is not a simple
choice between “sin or holiness,” but a matter of everyday wisdom?

(1 Cor. 10:31; Col. 3:17; 1 Cor. 6:12; Prov. 19:20; Prov. 3:5-6)

3. How should we receive the instruction of scripture and pass it on to others?

Questions:

What does it mean to be truly teachable? What disposition of heart is necessary for
Scripture to genuinely shape us, rather than simply pass over us?
(Isa. 66:2; 1 Thess. 2:13; Ps. 139:23-24)

What practical habits help us absorb the instruction of Scripture — not just for a day or an
hour, but for a lifetime? (Josh. 1:8; Ezra 7:10; Job 23:12)
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
