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How Does the Word of God Reprove Us?

“All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof’
(2 Tim. 3:16)

In the Greek text, the word used here is “elegchos”. In a legal context, it meant presenting
irrefutable evidence that compels a person to admit guilt. Scripture is God’s light that exposes
what we would prefer to hide.

If doctrine shows us the right path, then reproof is the moment when God says, “You have
stepped off that path.” It is God’s merciful “Stop!” meant to save us from disaster.

1. What is “reproof” and why is it an act of love?

Questions:

o What does it mean to reprove someone? How is it different from condemnation, criticism,
or humiliation? (Jn. 16:8)

o Why do people tend to avoid reproof? What keeps us from accepting it?
(Prov. 12:1; Prov. 26:16; Prov. 28:11; Prov. 30:12; Jn. 3:19-20; Jer. 17:9)

o |s reproof a sign of God’s anger or of His care? How can we understand this from
Scripture? (Heb. 12:5-6; Rev. 3:19; Ps. 141:5)

2. How does Scripture reprove us?

Questions:

o What exactly does the Word of God reprove in a person of? Only obvious sins, or
something deeper? (Heb. 4:12)

o Can we read the Bible and still not be reproved by it? How does that happen?
(Jas. 1:22-24; 2 Tim. 4:3-4; Heb. 4:2; Isa. 6:9-10)

o What role does the Holy Spirit play in reproof? How is His reproof different from
conscience or public opinion? (Jn. 16:8; 1 Cor. 2:14)

3. How should we respond to the Word’s reproof?

What happens when we
receive reproof—and when we reject it? (Ps. 51:3-4, 12; Acts 2:37-38)

e Should we reprove one another in the church? How do we do it correctly—according to
Scripture’s example? (Gal. 6:1; Mt. 18:15; 2 Tim. 2:24-25)

e How does regular Scripture reading shape a heart that is sensitive to reproof? Do you
have personal experience of the Word “hitting the mark”? (Ps. 119:9, 11; Ps. 139:23-24)
