Matthew 7:21-23

In this passage, there is a serious warning from Jesus: one can call Him Lord, perform visible
spiritual works, and yet not be known by Him. He is not speaking about unbelievers, but about
those who thought themselves to be His children. These words urge us to reflect: what does it
truly mean to know Christ and to do the will of the Father?

1. “Doing the Father’s will is more important than outward service” (Matt. 7:21)
