Matthew 7:7-12

This passage brings together two key aspects of the Christian life: trust in God and love for
others. Our faith is expressed not only in prayer, but also in how we treat those around us.

1. "Ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to

you..." (Matt. 7:7-8)

Questions:

1. Why does Jesus use three different verbs—*“ask,” “seek,” and “knock”? What is the
difference between them?

2. What does Jesus promise to those who keep asking and seeking? Are there any
conditions to receiving? (1John 5:14-15, Ps. 37:4, Matt. 6:33)

3. Whom does Jesus include in the word “everyone”? (John 6:37, Rom. 10:12-13, Acts
10:34-35)

4. Why does Jesus teach us to be persistent in prayer? Do we need to “persuade” God?
When is persistence appropriate? (Heb. 11:6, James 4:3, 2 Cor. 12:8-9)

2. "Which of you, if his son asks for bread, will give him a stone?..." (Matt. 7:9-11)

Questions:

1. What does this comparison (analogy) tell us about God’s character? Why does Jesus
compare God to an earthly father? (Ps. 103:13, James 1:17)

2. What do the bread, fish, stone, and snake represent in this example? Why is that
important?

3. How should we understand the phrase “you, being evil’? Is Jesus calling everyone bad
parents? (Rom. 3:10-12, Eccl. 7:20)

4. What exactly does God call “good things”? Does He give us everything we ask for? How
does this relate to Luke 11:13? (Rom. 8:32, Ps. 84:11, John 7:39, Rom. 8:9, Eph. 1:13-14)

3. The Golden Rule: "Whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them..." (Matt. 7:12)

Questions:

1. Why does Jesus call this the essence of “the Law and the Prophets”? (Matt. 22:36-40,
Rom. 13:8-10, Gal. 5:14)

2. How is this rule different from the worldly principle: "Don’t do to others what you don’t
want done to you"? (Luke 6:31-35, Rom. 12:17-21)

3. How is fulfilling the Golden Rule connected to how God treats us? (Eph. 4:32, Matt. 5:44-

45, Col. 3:13-14)

4. What enables us to truly live by this principle? Is it possible without God’s help? (John
15:4-5, Rom. 5:5)
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
