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The Narrow Gate and the Narrow Way
Matthew 7:13-20

In each of our lives, we often face situations where we must make a choice. In our spiritual life,
this choice is especially important because our salvation depends on it. In this passage, Jesus
draws our attention to two paths: the narrow one leading to life and the broad one leading to
destruction. He also speaks about the danger of false prophets and how important it is to have
spiritual discernment by looking at the fruit people bear.

1. The Narrow and Broad Way (Matt. 7:13-14)

Questions:

What do the “narrow gate” and “narrow way” mean in the context of spiritual life? (Luke

Why do many choose the broad way, and what does this say about human nature? (Rom.
