Paul in prison could encourage others to “speak the
word without fear”?
¢ Verses 15-18. What two types of preaching does Ap. Paul describe? Why does he rejoice
abut both of them?
o Verse 20. How can Christ practically be magnified in our “body,” “life”, and “death”?

4. Verses 22-26. “Being with Christ” is far better.
